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Activities in Fiscal 2024

On January 1, 2024, an earthquake struck the Noto Peninsula. In Japan, a country highly vulnerable to seismic activity, frequent
floods and the steady rise in temperatures due to global warming make it impossible to ignore ongoing changes in the global
environment. For the National Art Center, Tokyo, which operates a large-scale facility, 2024 was also a year that called for
greater ingenuity and sustained effort in addressing financial challenges, including chronic shortfalls in funding for building
maintenance and program costs.

In fiscal 2024, we organized seven special exhibitions (including three carried over from the previous fiscal year) spanning a
range of genres, including modern and contemporary art, manga, and architecture. This diverse lineup attracted approximately
580,000 visitors, greatly surpassing our annual attendance target. As in the previous year, overseas visitors accounted for a
considerable share of total attendance, reaching approximately 75,000.

For public exhibitions, we provided gallery space to 83 artist associations engaged in activities nationwide, maintaining a 100
percent occupancy rate. Total visitor numbers for these exhibitions reached approximately 1 million. Combined with the special
exhibitions, total annual attendance for fiscal 2024 came to approximately 1.58 million. As in previous years, efforts were made
to improve the management and operation of facilities and equipment in order to ensure efficient preparation and smooth
implementation of public exhibitions.

This fiscal year, five exhibitions were organized independently by the NACT, meaning that more exhibitions were planned and
implemented in-house from the outset than in previous years. Meanwhile, in jointly organized exhibitions, the share of funding
provided by newspaper companies differed from previous arrangements, and a growing number of projects saw more limited
sponsorship.

In fiscal 2024, we accelerated efforts to supplement project budgets. These included sending the independently organized
exhibition Universal / Remote on tour to public art museums, applying for grants for individual programs, securing corporate
sponsorship, promoting use of the building as a unique venue, and launching the first crowdfunding initiative in the history
of the NACT. At the same time, alongside strengthening our exhibitions and a wide variety of related programs aimed at all
generations, we responded to the growing number of international visitors, expanded our global outreach, and enhanced visitor
services, making it a year defined by wide-ranging initiatives across all aspects of the Center’s activities.

The special exhibitions were characterized by ambitious, large-scale monographic shows. CLAMP Exhibition, a comprehensive
survey of the activities of the four-woman creative collective CLAMP, drew long lines even before opening on the first day,
reflecting its strong following in Japan and abroad. Keiichi Tanaami: Adventures in Memory was the first exhibition in Japan to
survey Tanaami’s multifaceted practice, spanning animation, sculpture, and painting. Two days after the exhibition opened,
Tanaami died at the age of 88, giving the exhibition added resonance and poignancy. Ei Arakawa-Nash: Paintings Are Popstars
marked the artist’s first museum exhibition in Asia and demonstrated an unprecedented approach to the solo show format. The
artist incorporated workshops and participatory installations for audiences ranging from families with children to older visitors,
and through an exhibition structure that brought together performance, music, and literature, offered access to contemporary art
to a broad cross-section of the public. This exhibition served as one of the catalysts for Arakawa-Nash’s selection as the artist
for the Japan Pavilion at the next Venice Biennale.

For Henri Matisse - Forms in Freedom, we devised an exhibition design that made full use of the NACT’s distinctive spaces,
including a partial reconstruction of Matisse’s late masterwork, the Vence Chapel. In Living Modernity: Experiments in the Ex-
ceptional and Everyday 1920s—-1970s, the projects of each architect were positioned in relation to one another like stars in a
constellation, and the introductory section enabled visitors to experience a full-scale window frame and interior space based
on Le Corbusier’s Villa Le Lac. These and other strategies introduced new perspectives to conventional architecture exhibition
approaches. Furthermore, through crowdfunding, we were able to realize and present a full-scale model of the unbuilt Row
House project by architect Ludwig Mies van der Rohe, which was a major achievement for the exhibition.

The latest edition of NACT View, an initiative that utilizes the Center’s public area for small-scale projects, was NACT View
04 Reijiro Wada: FORBIDDEN FRUIT. Through works that focus on the growth and transformation of vegetation and fruits, it
continued to offer visitors engaging encounters with contemporary art.



Through education and public programs offered throughout the year, we continued to develop initiatives for young people and
corporations with the involvement of artists. Launched in fiscal 2022, NACT Youth Project: SHINBI-JUKU! entered its third term
during the year. This long-term workshop for small groups of junior high and high school students centers on shared inquiry and
creative practice, with an artist serving as head instructor and working closely with each participant to draw out their abilities.
At the end of the fiscal year, an exhibition was held to reflect on three years of activities and achievements and to connect
them to the next stage. In collaboration with the National Center for Art Research, we also conducted corporate workshops for
two companies, inviting artists to serve as instructors. The program was well received by both participants and the companies
involved.

In terms of collection activities and provision of library and information services, we continued to acquire, organize, and offer
public access to art-related materials, while also continuing our conservation, restoration, and digitization efforts, and lending
materials for exhibitions in Japan as part of our broader outreach. The exhibition information search platform Art Commons
was redesigned to operate on a cloud-based system and to improve accessibility, and the updated version was launched in
November.

In the area of international partnerships and overseas public relations, we undertook a new initiative in collaboration with Japan
House London, building international networks through exchange events with overseas museum professionals participating in
muscon (museum network conference) in order to strengthen our international network. We also actively promoted the Center
abroad by inviting Japanese and international press and foreign-language media based in Tokyo to press conferences and
symposiums. In addition, we arranged interviews with artists and researchers that led to published coverage, contributing to
greater awareness of the Center’s programs.

To enhance visitor services, we fully renovated the nursing room (baby care room) with support from the Adobe Foundation,
creating a more comfortable environment for visitors with children. As part of our support initiatives for families with young
children, during the run of Ei Arakawa-Nash: Paintings Are Popstars we held the participatory family program Mega Mega Sun-
day — for Families, for Everyone! on Sundays, allowing visitors to draw freely on the gallery floor. With support from Mitsubishi
Corporation and the Adobe Foundation, we increased the number of on-site childcare services offered on exhibition days.

Fiscal 2024 was a year in which the entire Center worked together to further elevate the quality of our activities.

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CLAMP is a creative collective of four women who have produced diverse manga across genres including boys’, girls’, and young men’s
comics, while at times pursuing unigue forms of expression that transcend the boundaries of manga itself. This major mid-career retrospective,
the second monographic exhibition devoted to manga artists at The National Art Center, Tokyo, presented approximately 800 original
drawings in color and black and white, spanning 23 works from their debut title RG Veda to their latest series Cardcaptor Sakura: Clear Card.
Commemorating the 35th anniversary of their commercial debut, it was an exhibition of unprecedented scale. Inspired by the group’s name, the
exhibition was organized into five areas, Color, Love, Adventure, Magic, and Phrase, each corresponding to a letter of the acronym CLAMP
and reflecting themes that symbolize the distinctive narrative and visual realms of their works. In addition, the Imagination area introduced the
scope of their artistic activities beyond manga, including illustrations and character design for animation, through related materials, while the
Dream area featured color illustrations specially commissioned for this exhibition. Across a total of seven areas, the exhibition traced the rich
and multifaceted trajectory of CLAMP’s 35-year creative practice.
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Keiichi Tanaami: Adventures in Memory
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This was the first major retrospective devoted to the Japanese artist Keiichi Tanaami (1936-2024), whose work has recently been enjoying
a surge in positive critical reappraisal. Tanaami began his career as a designer while enrolled at Musashino Art University, and in 1975
he became the first art director of the monthly magazine PLAYBOY (Japanese edition). Tanaami became a leading figure in Japan’s
underground art scene primarily on the strength of his work in magazines and advertisements. At the same time, from the 1960s onward he
applied methodologies and techniques he developed in the design field to produce paintings, collages, three-dimensional works, animations,
experimental films, and installations, continuing to work prolifically throughout his life. Defying confinement to specific genres or conventional
rules, he has had a significant impact in an art-historical context. To offer a comprehensive overview of his more than 60-year creative
journey, the exhibition brought together works in diverse media, including previously unexhibited pieces and a new large-scale installation.
Tanaami died at the age of 88, two days after the exhibition opened, making this the final exhibition he personally supervised.
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Ei Arakawa-Nash: Paintings Are Popstars
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This was the first solo museum exhibition in Asia by Ei Arakawa-Nash (b. 1977), an artist based in the United States who has staged
performances at international art festivals and museums since the 2000s. Arakawa-Nash compares paintings to popstars, each with their own
aberrant presence, and has carried out numerous collaborative projects and performances. Encouraging participation from people of diverse
generations, this exhibition marked a new exhibition format that reflected the full scope of his activities. In the early 2000s, amid the growing
prominence of large-scale international art festivals, performance art became an essential component of museum programming. Museums
began organizing more experiential events, including performance art, and exploring broader forms of public engagement fostered by social
media. Against this backdrop of art’s shift toward the performative, the exhibition examined Arakawa-Nash’s 20-year practice, which has
unfolded in dialogue with paintings by artists in New York, through the following nine sections: “1. Painting & Parks,” “2. Painting & Parenting,” “3.
Painting & Pink Triangles,” “4. Painting & People from Iwaki,” “5. Painting & Popstars,” “6. Painting & Pedagogies,” “7. Painting & Passports,” “8.
Painting & Performing,” and “9. Painting & Prancing.”
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LIVING Modernity: Experiments in the Exceptional and Everyday 1920s-1970s
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This exhibition revisited the innovative experiments in housing that began in the 20th century from seven perspectives that define the modern
house: hygiene, materiality, windows, kitchen, furnishings, media, and landscape. Highlighting 14 modernist residential masterworks built
between the 1920s and 1970s, including Le Corbusier’s Villa Le Lac (1923) and Louis Kahn’s Fisher House (1967), it offered a multifaceted
examination of the “experiments in living” undertaken during the 20th century through photographs, drawings and sketches, models, furniture,
textiles, tableware, magazines, and graphic materials. A full-scale reconstruction of Ludwig Mies van der Rohe’s Row House (designed in
1931, an unrealized project) was installed in the free area of Exhibition Gallery 2E, allowing visitors to enter and experience the space. At a
time when numerous architecture exhibitions were being staged, this exhibition set itself apart as a project of the National Art Center, Tokyo
by presenting a fresh perspective on a familiar subject from everyday life, appealing to a broad general audience.
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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provided exhibition space for public exhibitions and related events organized by art associations engaged in
activities nationwide. In fiscal 2024, as of April 1 the reservation rate had reached 100 percent, and exhibition space was provided to a total of 83
organizations. From Session 1 to Session 25 (April 3, 2024 to March 31, 2025), the total number of visitors to public exhibitions and related events was
997,474. As in the previous fiscal year, efforts were made to improve the management and operation of facilities and equipment in order to ensure
efficient preparation and smooth implementation of public exhibitions. In addition, within a working group established to review the handling of public
exhibition gallery rentals from fiscal 2027 onward, policies were determined regarding the criteria for selecting eligible organizations.

Educahon and Public Programs

In fiscal 2024, in advance of the jointly organized exhibition with M+ scheduled for the following year, an international symposium was held. In
addition, lecturers from a wide range of fields were invited to present exhibition-related lectures, artist talks, performances, and architecture
tours, offering audiences enriched opportunities to engage with art and NACT. The third phase of NACT Youth Project: SHINBI-JUKU!, a long-
term workshop program for junior high and high school students, was carried out, and in March a talk event was held to share its activities and
outcomes with a broader public. In conjunction with the special exhibition Ei Arakawa-Nash: Paintings Are Popstars, numerous performances by
the artist were staged in the galleries, and Mega Mega Sunday - for Families, for Everyone! was held every Sunday. As part of Tuesday at the
NACT, which invites nearby schools to the NACT on closed days, an artist-led workshop was organized for the first time, offering children a
valuable opportunity to participate not only as viewers but also as creators. To promote partnerships with corporations, corporate artist workshops
were implemented as a full-scale program in collaboration with the National Center for Art Research. The NACT also continued to accept interns
and student volunteers, fostering understanding of museum activities and supporting human resource development.
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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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In fiscal 2024, we updated the exhibition information search platform Art Commons, establishing new entry points that allow users to access
exhibition information along the axes of prefecture (space) and year held (time), enabling more intuitive access to the database.

With regard to the acquisition and public availability of art materials, we continued our efforts to comprehensively collect Japanese exhibition
catalogues, as well as publications related to modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, and to catalog
and make them publicly accessible. For exhibition catalogues from galleries and other venues, we carried out retroactive data entry into
NACSIS-CAT, creating 2,399 new bibliographic records. In addition, continuing the previous year’s efforts, we restored 40 fragile items.

Our program of sending and exchanging exhibition catalogues continued in fiscal 2024. Printed materials, including exhibition catalogues
published by the Center, were sent to approximately 394 museums, university libraries, and other related institutions across Japan, and to 89
institutions overseas, while donations were also solicited. Through the JAC project, which donates Japanese exhibition catalogues to four
overseas institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art, we worked to promote the use of materials on Japanese art abroad. In March 2024,
we visited the University of Sydney’s Fisher Library, one of the recipient institutions, and exchanged views on the use of Japanese exhibition
catalogues and archives management. We also visited the library and archives departments of the Art Gallery of New South Wales and the
National Gallery of Australia to learn about their procedures for acquiring, organizing, and providing public access to archival materials, their
archival arrangement and description practices, and case studies of talk events that draw on archival resources.

With respect to archival materials, in addition to editing event documentation videos and producing four videos for public release, we
enhanced the museum’s in—house photographic infrastructure and digitized 485 fragile items. As part of our collaboration with universities, we
conducted the Art Archive Lecture at the Keio University Art Center twice, in the spring and fall terms, in order to promote wider awareness of
our holdings.

The National Art Center, Tokyo website (https://www.nact.jp) serves as a user-friendly platform for conveying information about the Center’s
diverse activities. The site is designed for smooth operation on mobile devices, which are used by more than 80 percent of visitors, and in
fiscal 2024 direct-access buttons were added to the top page linking to frequently viewed pages such as tickets and access information,
improving the user interface. The event search function was further enhanced and linked with the activity report pages, expanding
opportunities to present the Center’s initiatives, including educational and outreach programs. The website also displays the logos of
companies that support the Center’s operations and programs.

In addition to the website, the NACT is active on social media. Through its official accounts on X (formerly Twitter), Facebook, Instagram,
and YouTube, it shares daily updates on exhibitions, recommended spots within the center, and other content that helps audiences feel more
connected to the Center and its activities. The number of followers on each platform has steadily increased, and as of April 2025, the X (formerly
Twitter) account had approximately 340,000 followers, the highest number among art institutions in Japan, while Instagram exceeded 170,000
followers and has shown particularly strong growth. For video content, YouTube serves as the primary platform, with a total of 62 videos
currently available.
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6-3 ILFRIEE) Publicity Activities
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For special exhibitions, we partnered with co-organizers to hold press conferences and press previews, and facilitated numerous media
interviews and extensive coverage, including television and radio appearances by curators, in order to enhance both the quality and quantity
of exhibition publicity.

At the beginning of fiscal 2025, we distributed press releases not only announcing exhibitions but also reporting on the achievement of the
target amount in the Center’s first crowdfunding initiative and expressing appreciation to contributors. Additional releases covered the update
of the exhibition information search platform Art Commons and the renovation of the nursing room (baby care room), helping to convey the
scope of the Center’s activities.

By utilizing the Agency for Cultural Affairs Japan Expo 2.0 Program in fiscal 2024, we further enhanced our international publicity efforts.
To efficiently raise awareness of exhibitions among overseas press, we distributed information on the Keiichi Tanaami and Ei Arakawa-
Nash exhibitions through the international contemporary art platform e-flux and English-language press releases, resulting in interviews
with curators and artists and in feature articles centered on those interviews. We also invited international press to attend the international
symposium Symposium: How has Japanese contemporary art changed since 19897 held in early November, launching advance promotion
of an exhibition on Japanese contemporary art independently organized by the NACT and scheduled for fiscal 2025, while further boosting
recognition of the Center’s activities.
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Exhibition-Related Programs

In May, a dialogue session was held between Hito Steyerl and Trevor Paglen, artists participating in the exhibition Universal / Remote, on
images and technology in post-pandemic society. Utilizing the Japan Expo 2.0 Program grant, an international symposium, Keiichi Tanaami
at Present, was organized in September 2024 to mark the opening of the exhibition Keiichi Tanaami: Adventures in Memory, bringing together
experts from Japan and abroad familiar with Tanaami’s more than 60-year practice, with simultaneous interpretation in Japanese and English.
In addition, as an event held one year prior to the exhibition Prism of the Real: Making Art in Japan 1989-2010, scheduled for fiscal 2025, an
international symposium titled How has Japanese contemporary art changed since 19897 was convened, inviting curators and scholars based
abroad, with simultaneous Japanese-English interpretation, and the exhibition outline was announced. In preparation for this exhibition, two
curators from M+ were invited in May and February 2025 to conduct joint research and planning meetings. In March 2025, to mark the opening
of LIVING Modernity: Experiments in the Exceptional and Everyday 1920s—1970s, an international symposium, LIVING Modernity: Past, Present,
Future, was held with simultaneous Japanese-English interpretation. Of the 14 residential masterworks featured prominently in the exhibition,
the event invited researchers and curators involved in the study of six works located both in Japan and abroad.
